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You need
· 20 counters

· Digit Cards (4 of each 0-10) 

· Gameboard D

Play with a partner.  Work together.

1) Deal each player 5 cards.

2) Place the remaining cards face down.

3) Player 1 can ask opponent, “Do you have a ____?”
4) Player 2 will respond by giving Player 1 the requested number or saying, “Go Fish!” and Player 1 picks up the top card from the pile.

5) Player 1 will make combinations, record his/her work on the recording sheet and place his/her marker on each sum.
6) Once Player 1 has made all possible two addend combinations and recorded his/her work on the recording sheet, he/she will need to pick enough cards to make sure he/she has 5 cards remaining.

7) Player 2 takes a turn following steps 3-6.

8) The game is over when all the numbers in one row are covered.  The numbers can go across, down, or diagonal (corner to corner).

More Ways to Play:

· Play with 2 number cubes.

· Play by making sums with 2, 3, 4 or 5 addends such as:    4 + 5 + 3 = 12 or 5+3+8+2 = 18
· Play with Gameboard E & digit cards 0-20 (request from teacher)
